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Not Just Another Opportunity House Update 
 

     Opportunity House was created in 2006 for the purpose of serving the educational 

needs of our local community.  O.H. has met this need by providing English and 
G.E.D. preparation classes for adults and after-school and summer programs for  

children.  The relationships that Christ Community UMC has built with the families served by O.H. 
is priceless.  Our neighbors and their children now know what CCUMC is all about and this has 

helped to establish a mutual love and respect between our church and surrounding communities.    
      In order to continue to be successful and offer the programs needed by the community,  
Opportunity House is in need of more volunteers.  Although we have several people that started with 

us in 2006 and a few new volunteers, we have also lost some volunteers along the way.  This has left 

us stretched very thin and having to consider shutting down parts of the program.       
     You might think that volunteering at O.H. is a lifelong commitment with long hours, but you 
couldnõt be further from the truth.  Volunteers need only be available 2 hours per week and can  

request to fill a position for 3, 6 or 12 months.  Below youõll find a schedule of classes and what is 
needed:

     You donõt need to have teaching experience to help.  All you need is a desire to help others and 
be willing to share your time and talents.  Ask any O.H. volunteer and they will tell you that youõre 

in for a meaningful  experience. 
     If helping your church and community arenõt enough to get you to jump into action, there is a 

study that found that, òin general, volunteers report greater life satisfaction and better physical health 
than do non-volunteers, and their life satisfaction and physical health improves at a greater rate as a 

result of volunteering. At the same time, older volunteers experience greater increases in life  
satisfaction and greater positive changes in their perceived health as a result of their volunteer  
activities than do younger volunteers.ó (Van Willigen, 2000) 

     It is more important than ever before that we show our support for Opportunity House.  Remem-
ber, itõs OUR church outreach program and it canõt sustain itself without YOUR help.
